1. Wine Tourism Internship (UBx – University of Bordeaux) 
Duration 
Minimum 4 weeks, in June. 
Continuation during July and August (31 August the latest) is recommended to students but not compulsory. 
Objectives 
· Observation and discovery of wine tourism activities during the summer season 
· Analysis of company operations from an external perspective 
· Direct contact with visitors and customers 
Examples of tasks
The tasks assigned to students should be related to wine tourism activities and adapted to the size and profile of the organisation. Examples include:
· Assisting with wine tourism visits, tastings, and guided tours
· Welcoming visitors and providing information about the winery, estate, or destination
· Supporting the organisation of wine tourism experiences (events, workshops, special visits)
· Assisting in customer experience management and visitor feedback collection
· Contributing to communication activities related to wine tourism (social media, website content, leaflets)
· Conducting basic market or competitor analysis related to wine tourism offers
· Observing and analysing visitor flows, booking systems, or pricing strategies
· Supporting collaborations with tourism partners (tour operators, tourism offices, local stakeholders)
Administrative requirements 
· An official Internship Agreement must be signed before the start of the internship with UBx – University of Bordeaux.


 
2. Wine Making Internship (UP – Universidade do Porto) 

Description
The students are placed in a winery and actively participate in both the harvest and wine making process, with the primary focus on winemaking, as this will form the basis of their report. The outcome of this training is to familiarise the students with standard wine making practices, skills that are fundamental for any wine-related professional.

Duration 
Minimum 4 weeks, in September. 
Depending on the start date of the harvest period, the student may be able to begin the internship earlier; however, this would be assessed on a case-by-case basis and not before 15 August.

Objectives 
To provide students with direct, practical knowledge of:
· The practices associated with winemaking and that ranging from the choice of grape and quality control
· mechanical processing and biotechnological techniques 
· quality control of the final product
Examples of tasks and learning areas (adapted to region and period): 
· Grape maturation control
· Definition associated with the production of a specific style of wine
· Sanitisation of the cellar and preparation of equipment
· Decision on corrections and pre-fermentative operations
· Sorting, crushing, de-stemming, exhaustion, pressing
· Must sedimentation (white and rosé wines)
· Fermentation process
· Addition of wine spirit (for Port Wine)
· Application of yeasts
· Maceration / Pumping
· Fermentation temperature control
· Monitoring the wine until the end of fermentation (including fermentation graphs)
Administrative requirements 
· An official Internship Agreement must be signed before the start of the internship with UP – Universidade do Porto.
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
